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Resaca, GA...Great event as always. We had 

planned on everyone meeting in the parking lot 

and marching in campaign -style, but the weather 

forecast was for rain, so I drove to camp. Also, I had 

sprained my ankle and was wearing a cast and was 

walking with a cane. So marching long distance was 

out of the question for me. General Rambo had set 

up our camp in the piney woods up on a hill. Nice 

campaign camp, but not easy to get vehicles in, so 

we used my truck to ferry everyoneõs gear up. 

(Well, just about everyone.) I had the boys from 

Louisville on the tailgate with all their stuff in the 

back, but I lost them & their load about halfway up 

the hill and I didnõt know it until I got to camp. They 

had to pack it up. My only complaint with the camp 

was that signs were posted where certain battalions 

were supposed to camp and a sign for the Florida 

battalion was setting in the prime location for a 

camp. So none of the Cotton States boys camped 

there and that battalion never showed up so no one 

got the best campsite. Got all the tents set up and a 

good thing we did as the rain started to fall. I be-

lieve thatõs the first Friday night that the 4th Ky was 

in bed asleep before 10 p.m. Saturday was a per-

fect weather day. Overcast all day and no rain until 

that night.  

 

Since I couldnõt march, I turned over the company 

to 1st Sgt. Nelson who did an excellent job on & off 

the field. He should be good, as he was Captain of 

the 4th in the past. Thanks, Nelson, for taking over. 

The company fell in for morning parade and drill & 

got ready for the battle. We were Federals this time 

which was a bit strange for us as the 4th KY actually 

fought as Resaca. We were not happy about being 

Federal, but you do what you need to do. I heard 

more than one soldier yell during the battle to òget 

those Yankee sons of @#$@%@ó then say òoops! 

Thatõs us!ó 

Saturday morning we put on the grey to go to the 

Confederate cemetery commemorating the 145th 

Anniversary of the Battle of Resacað unfortunately, 

only our company of 20 plus another group of 

around 20 who were dressed in blue but were gal-

vanized Confederates were present. There was a 

handful of other people there. Shame on the other 

1000+ reenactors who were too lazy to come. The 

4th Ky reenacts to honor the original 4th who fought 

in the Civil War and what better way to honor them 

on the 145th Anniversary of their battle at Resaca. 

But I guess the majority of reenactors donõt feel that 

way.

Resaca Captainõs Report Continuedéé.. 
After the cemetery ceremony the 4th KY marched over to the graves of the 4th boys buried in the ceme-
tery and had our own ceremony. We said a few words then spread Kentucky dirt with KY grass seed in it 
on their graves and gave them a little òBlood of Boone.ó 
I watched Saturdayõs battle from the spectators line and it sure looked great. There was action all over 
the field. I was impressed with the Cavalry actually doing what they are supposed to do ð fight on both 
flanks and cover the retreat. My hatõs off to them. They have come a long way in improving their impres-
sion and battle tacticals in the last few years. The boys in the 4th said they fired most all their rounds, 
so it was a great battle.  
Saturday night the rain came back and again drove us to bed early, but we were ready to go to bed early.  
Sunday morning was a repeat of Saturday with morning parade and drill. Sunday battle was a disap-
pointment for the 4th KY as they were kept in reserve and only fired 5 rounds all day. They had the Rebs 
pushed back into their trenches and were about to charge when Gen. Rambo ordered a halt to the battle.

Film Shoot at Shiloh/Corinth 

I hate that more of you couldnôt come- Jack Russell, Robert Peebles, & myself are the only ones that went from 

the 4th. You missed a great one. We took the original Parrott cannon with us and it turned out to be the best thing. 

The movie people had set up our camp using the Parkôs Sibley & wall tents to look exactly like the Alford Ward 

painting of 3rd Ky camp at Corinth in 1862. The 3 of us had a Sibley to ourselves. There were 100 men there for 

the movie shoot. No rain all weekend, but it was hotï 95 degree days. Roll call was at 5:30ï we formed up as 

Confederate privates and we marched back and forth on this dirt road several times so they could shoot the film 

from different angles to make it look like thousands of troops were marching to Shiloh from Corinth.  We did this 

for 2 1/2 hours then the 3 of us became Federal artillery to man our Parrott cannon. We picked up 3 friends from 

the 11th Alabama to round out our crew. They also had a 20# Parrott Rifle plus a 3in ordinance rifle and the Shi-

loh Parkôs new 6# Bronze gun. I got a surprise when 4 horses were brought an hooked to our cannon. I thought 

we were to be set up in Battery Robinette as static guns for the weekend. I wasn't sure the old original gun wheels 

would hold up. This was the highlight of the weekend for me to be actually on a horse-drawn cannonï and let me 

tell you, it was not easy, as you have to run next to the gun as the horses pull it. No riding the limber chest!!!!!! 

 

One thing I learned about movie shootsï have plenty of patience because they had us limber up the horses and 

have the cannon and men ready to go at 9:00, but they didnôt show up with the camera until 11:00 and then it was 

hurry up and shoot the scene from several angles then off they go to someplace else in the battlefield with the In-

fantry. Then they would come back at 1:00 and say we need the guns in the fort now, but that wasnôt on the 

schedule until the next day. We took it all in stride. These guys are professional and will definitely make a great 

video for the Corinth Visitors Center.
